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Women exporters seek new markets in Japan

Women from 10 NSW companies are visiting Japan this week as part of the NSW Women
Going Global initiative, Minister for State Development lan Macdonald said today.

“This NSW Government trade mission gives the businesswomen, from a range of sectors,
the opportunity to assess their company’s prospects in Japan, gain market intelligence and
meet potential distributors, agents and customers,” Mr Macdonald said.

“Women currently run about one third of Australia’s 1.6 million small businesses and there
are about 168,000 female business owners, or about a third of all small business.

“But they are under-represented among Australia’s exporters.

“The Women Going Global initiative attempts to redress this imbalance and increase the
number of women engaged in exporting.

“Japan and NSW have a strong trading relationship — Japan is NSW'’s top export market
for goods and services.

“Japan offers a wide range of export opportunities in business and financial services,
advanced manufacturing, health and personal care, education, tourism services,
innovative ICT products and fashion.

“The trade mission participants will visit Tokyo and Osaka where they will have in-market
briefings, meet potential business partners and take part in networking events.”

Mr Macdonald said the Women Going Global program was inspired by a very successful
businesswomen'’s trade mission to Dubai and Abu Dhabi, part of the 2007 NSW
Government Trade Promotion program.

The program includes regular networking, including web-based links to global women’s
networks, and skills development workshops.
